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The Value of a Wholesome 

Environment  

People naturally influence each 

other just by spending time to-

gether.  They learn from each 

other whether they realize it or 

not.  Peer pressure is more than 

influencing.  It involves persuad-

ing fellow students into doing 

something that they do not 

want to do.  The pressure can be 

good or bad.  

Research shows that youth peer 

pressure is òone of the most fre-

quently referred to forms of 

negative peer pressure.ó  It is  

monumentally difficult for kids:  

They are forced to spend time a 

large proportion of their day in 

school with kids regardless of 

whether they share similar val-

ues or not. 

They havenõt yet developed into 

their own personhood.  They 

have yet to acquire the courage 

to be different and stand against 

the coercive  pressure exerted by 

the crowd.  It takes a tremen-

dous amount of willpower to go 

against what the crowd wants 

to do.  Children, and most teens, 

have yet to develop that kind of 

will power.  

They havenõt yet learned to with-

stand the rejection and isolation 

of being different and bucking 

the system. 

Research indicates some teens 

crave identifying with and be-

longing to a group so much that 

they are willing to risk being 

grounded, losing their parentõs 

trust, or even face serving jail 

time rather than become an out-

cast of a group.  Ironically, popu-

lar teens are the most vulnerable 

to peer pressure.  They fear los-

ing their popularity and relation-

ships if they donõt go along with 

the crowd.  

Peer pressure can also be a posi-

tive.  Students can challenge 

each other to strive to be the 

best they can be.  Even kids who 

are underachieving can be pres-

sured into shaping up, working 

harder, and getting better 

grades when involved with a 

group of students who are seri-

ous with their education, study-

ing hard, and striving to get and 

maintain good grades.  

Everyone, young and old, de-

sires to be liked and belong, but 

it is vital for teens.  As parents, it 

is important to encourage friend-

ships with teens who hold simi-

lar values.  We want our kids to 

be involved with groups that will 

be positive influences on our 

kids, and will aspire to keep 

away those who would exert 

negative, destructive, or immoral 

influences on our kids.
